The Network comprises two tiers of industry
career advice including 10 National Industry
Career Specialists and 57 Regional Industry
Career Advisers, as well as 213 Local Community
Partnerships and 100 Youth Pathways Providers
working directly with young people and industry
across Australia.

supporting increased participation in
Structured Workplace Learning programmes,
and Australian School Based Apprenticeships;
