The Justice System unit is an introduction to law, and is part of the required studies for police officers. Mainly
theoretical, students need to be self disciplined to undertake regular weekly homework, and attend all sessions.
It covers the origin of law, current sources of law; Types of law; Administration of law — courts and the adversary
system; Enforcement of law — police and govt departments; Alternatives & reform of the Justice System. This is
a community course with general public participating.
